
CITY OF EDGEWOOD 
COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES 

October 17, 2005 
6:30 P.M. 

 
CALL TO ORDER - Mayor Link called the meeting of the Edgewood City Council to order at 6:30 p.m. in 
council chambers of the Edgewood City Building.  The following council members were present:  Bill Grady, Scott 
Guenther, Jeff Schreiver, Dale Henson and Nancy Atkinson.  Also in attendance were City Administrator Roger 
Rolfes, City Attorney Frank Wichmann and City Clerk Jeanette Kemper.   Mark Steffen and Ray Spears were 
absent. 
 
INVOCATION 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
 
APPROVAL OF AGENDA – No changes. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – Mr. Henson made a correction to page three, first paragraph, last sentence change 
“has” to “as”.  Mr. Guenther made a motion to adopt the October 10, 2005 minutes as corrected; seconded by Mr. 
Grady.  Motion passed: 5 ayes – 0 nays.  
 
REPORTS/PRESENTATIONS 
 
Mayor’s Report – Lyndale Road sidewalk project is 70% complete; Edgewood hosted the N. Ky. Caucus/Mayors 
Group meeting this past Saturday at the Senior Center; Mayor Link thanked the fire department for a job well done 
at their 50th Anniversary celebration this past Saturday at St. Pius. 
 
Administrator’s Report – Mr. Rolfes distributed a copy of the proposed zone change request for the Frito Lay 
property on Sperti Drive.  The information distributed is different than the original plan.  The development of 
building #1 is in Ft. Wright, who said they would probably oppose it.  Building three appears to be a gas station and 
unsure what building two is, it may be an office building.  Mr. Rolfes said we’ll pursue it and keep council 
informed.  Mr. Wichmann stated that when property is divided between two cities then both cities have to agree to 
approve it or oppose it. 
 
Mr. Rolfes stated that the completion date for the new building is still set for December 30th. 
 
CITIZENS DESIRING RECOGNITION ON LEGISLATIVE MATTERS NOT ON THE AGENDA 
 
Harold Trouten, 3087 Winding Trails Drive, spoke in regards to treating Dudley hill this upcoming winter.  He 
requested that the police check the road, earlier than they have in the past, when it starts snowing to see if it needs 
treated and have it treated in a more routine/timely manner.  Mayor Link advised that Horsebranch Road is the first 
street to be treated and then we follow our street schedule, which includes treating Dudley Road quickly.  Mr. 
Rolfes stated we have established routes for all trucks.  Both Dudley and Horsebranch are priority streets on our 
schedule and are treated first. 
 
Members of Troop 779 were present to observe the meeting as part of the requirement for earning their 
communications merit badge.  Members present were Jonathan Warner, Turkeyfoot School; Ethan Reynolds, St. 
Pius School; Daniel Block, Villa Madonna; Ben Schieman, St. Pius; and Grant Gibson, Turkeyfoot School.

ORDINANCES, MUNICIPAL ORDERS, AND RESOLUTIONS 
 
Ordinance 2005-10-12 Amending nuisance ordinance adding ATV regulations – 1st reading – Mr. 
Wichmann read the ordinance.  AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EDGEWOOD, IN KENTON 
COUNTY, KENTUCKY, IN REGARD TO NUISANCES. 
 
Mr. Wichmann stated a section was added since the last meeting.  “Disorderly Premises” was added at the 
request of Chief Kramer. 
 
Mr. Henson asked if the ATV’s good be covered under the “disorderly manner” section instead of adding 
the ATV section to the ordinance?  Mr. Wichmann said that is correct but the ATV section is more specific 
and would make it easier for the police department to enforce.  Mr. Schreiver was concerned with the 
number of feet to stay away from a dwelling but if the ATV riders are comfortable with the distance then 
he will not object to it.  Mr. Henson is more comfortable with the ordinance since the lot size requirement 
was deleted. 
 
Don Doud, 3068 Village Drive, verified that he is still allowed to ride his ATV.  Mr. Wichmann stated that 
he is as long as he follows the guidelines stated in the ordinance.
